Tuition

BH Education offers tuition for a small number of students whose educational needs are not met by a school.
The needs of such pupils are addressed using a flexible programme of study and an adapted curriculum. Our
teaching methods combine established strategies, integrated learning systems and personal coaching. BH
Education uses diagnostic and learning materials which are aligned to the National Curriculum for England and
Wales. We have a team of qualified staff who manage and teach at BH Education. Enhanced Criminal Records
Bureau disclosures and insurance certificates are available for inspection. We strive to provide the most up to
date tuition and constantly review and update our services. BH Education is actively engaged in projects with

other teachers and software companies to provide learning opportunities using the internet.

Attendance

BH Education provides daytime tuition and distance learning. Careful assessment, discussion with parents and
close liaison with the LEA provide valuable information to allow for students’ hours of attendance to vary
according to their individual needs. An individual distance learning package is available to those students who

cannot attend at Harmer House.
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Assessment

Following enrolment each student receives an assessment giving National Curriculum levels and/or percentile

scores in Maths and English. This provides information for planning a structured, individual programme of

study. Cognitive tests are performed as necessary and in consultation with parents for general reasoning,

auditory memory, visual memory and phoneme recognition in order to identify possible difficulties and to

identify strengths. Before enrolment, initial interviews with parents/carers and the child include discussions

about our procedures for assisting pupils to ensure that their behaviour is safe and acceptable.

Opportunities
Each student:

B [s supported one to one, or in a small group through their school studies.

B Has an adapted and individual curriculum to match IEP targets and differentiated

programmes of study.

B Has the opportunity to study GCSE or Entry Level in core subjects.

BHE will issue reports and Individual Educational Plans (IEPs) and will host and chair Annual Reviews of SEN
and attend meetings to discuss the welfare of our pupils (eg LAC reviews). We offer long term and short term

placements.
